What is INTALL? 
INTALL is a partnership among eight different Euro-
pean universities and two practice institutions in the 
field of adult education and lifelong learning. INTALL 
is run under the ERASMUS+ programme. It is building 
up a bridge between academic learning and the field 
of practice in adult and continuing education.  
 
How can you participate? 
Master’s and doctoral students as well as practition-
ers in the field of adult education and lifelong learn-
ing are invited to join a Winter School in Würzburg. 
The programme is structured in two weeks. In the first 
week students will learn about international and Eu-
ropean policies in adult education and lifelong learn-
ing. In the second week practitioners will join the 
programme. Together students and practitioners will 
work on their employability skills and conduct their 
own international comparative study.

WINTER SCHOOLS 
The INTALL Winter-School starts each year with registration 
by the end of October. This is followed by on-campus 
preparation (by partner universities) and online- prepara-
tion. Each university student submits a transnational es-
say on a selected aspect of adult education and lifelong 
learning by mid-January. Practitioners are asked to pre-
pare a good practice case. All participants meet in Febru-
ary for a two-week intensive programme at the Würzburg 
Winter School. 

 

 
 
 

 

TARGET GROUP 

Master and Doctoral Students  
in Adult and Continuing Education 
Master and doctoral students, which study a subject, which 
is related to adult education and/or lifelong learning. 

 
Practitioners in Adult and Continuing Education 
Practitioners who are working since minimum one year in 
the practice field of adult education, continuing education 
or lifelong learning. INTALL is focussing on people who are 
doing educational work on the micro-level (teaching, guid-
ing), meso-lesel (management of adult education with 
tasks like needs analysis, educational programme devel-
opment, preparation of teachers, etc.) and/or macro-level 
(advocacy of adult and continuing education on govern-
mental level). 
 
Researchers in Adult and Continuing Education 
University staff, which has a research focus on adult educa-
tion and/or lifelong learning can also participate at the 
Winter School. 

FROM STUDIES TO PUBLICATION 
 
INTALL is offering doctoral students the exclusive chance 
to pursue their comparative work commenced during the 
Winter School in an academic publication. By the end of 
the Winter School, groups will be formed to enable con-
tinued working on the precise comparisons identified. The 
publication will be supervised by international experts on 
the selected topics. They will be reviewed and published 
in a volume edited internationally.
